® Topic 3. Middle-English Literature Il. The late Middle Ages and the consolidation of English as a literary language.
Geoffrey Chaucer and his work. Medieval drama: mysteries, moralities and interludes. Reading: ?The Wife of
Bath?s Tale? (from G. Chaucer?s The Canterbury Tales)
