-Students are able to write essays in English (level C1.1) on aesthetic and cultural aspects of films 
released between 1925 and 1975.
-Students are familiar with the bibliography discussed or read during the course.
-Students can write an essay in English on the aesthetic and cultural aspects of the given films. 
-Students are able to read, listen to and give their opinion on specific aspects of the bibliography or the 
texts analysed in the module.
-Students use the concepts and tools necessary for the formal and cultural analysis of filmic texts 
produced between 1925 and 1975.
-Students are able to analyse the texts and contexts studied during the course.

2 The Production Code and Classical Hollywood Cinema. The star system and the studio system. Screwball comedy

3 The Paramount decision and the 1950s. The Post-War and cultural change. The comedies of seduction

4 The films of Alfred Hitchcock. Hitchcock’s influences. Point of view and film form. Major themes.

5 Film Noir. The creation of noir. Visual style and narrative structure. Alienation and determinism. Noir and feminism.

6 The New American Cinema.
