A CREEPING HORROR

Buildings Burn and Fall
as Onlookers Search
for Elusive Safety

It kept getting worse.

The horror arrived in episodic
bursts of chilling disbelief, signified
first by trembling floors, sharp erup-
tions, cracked windows. There was
the actual unfathomable realization
of a gaping, flaming hole in first one
of the tall towers, and then the same
thing all over again in its twin. There
was the merciless sight of bodies
helplessly tumbling out, some of
them in flames.

Finally, the mighty towers them-
selves were reduced to nothing.
Dense plumes of smoke raced
through the downtown avenues,
coursing between the buildings,
shaped like tornadoes on their sides.

Every sound was cause for alarm.
A plane appeared overhead. Was an-
other one coming?

President Vows to Exact

Hijackers rammed jetliners into each of New York's World Trade
Center towers yesterday, toppling both in a hellish storm of ash, glass,
smoke and leaping victims, while a third jetliner crashed into the
Pentagon in Virginia. There was no official count, but President Bush
said thousands had perished, and in the immediate aftermath the
calamity was already being ranked the worst and most audacious
terror attack in American history.

The attacks seemed carefully coordinated. The hijacked planes
were all en route to California, and therefore gorged with fuel, and
their departures were spaced within an hour and 40 minutes. The first,
American Airlines Flight 11, a Boeing 767 out of Boston for Los
Angeles, crashed into the
north tower at 8:48 am.

Numerous firefighters, police
officers and other rescue workers who responded to the initial disaster
in Lower Manhattan were killed or injured when the buildings col-
lapsed. Hundreds were treated for cuts, broken bones, burns and
ssmoke inhalation.

But the real carnage was concealed for now by the twisted,
smoking, ash-choked carcasses of the twin towers, in which thousands
of people used to work on a weekday. The collapse of the towers caused

A Few Moments of Hope
In a Mountain of Rubble

They found themselves in the
landscape of nightmare, with jag-

ed stumps marking where
mighty bulldings once stood, with
the sky shrouded by smoke and
the ground coated in ash, and
search dogs overwhelmed by the
smell of flesh in the acrid air. But
there was no time to comprehend
it all, not with the driving if faint
hope that buried somewhere be-
neath there breathed survivors.

A City Awakes,
Only to Reflect

Lawmakers See

Some of
those leaders also said the terrorist
assault represented a colossal fail-
ure of American intelligence.

“We have got to be a hell of a lot
more aggressive,” said Senator
Richard C. Shelby, Republican of
Alabama and vice chairman of the
Senate intelligence committee.

R. James Woolsey, the former di-

‘We're at War,’ He Says
— Support in Poll for
Armed Response

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15 — Presi-
dent Bush told the American mili-
tary today to get ready for a long war
against terrorism, and vowed to “do
what it takes to win.”

In a brief appearance with his sen-
ior advisers at Camp David, where
they met to plan the new offensive,
Mr. Bush said point-blank  “We're at
war. There's been an act of war
declared upon America by terrorists,
and we will respond accordingly."”

“My message is for everybody
who wears the uniform to get
ready,”” Mr. Bush said.

Shortly afterward, in his weekly
radio address, he warned that “those
who make war on the United States
have chosen their own destruction.”
He told Americans to steel them-
selves for “‘a conflict without battle-
fields or beachheads.”

Victory, he said, “will not take
place in a single battle, butin a series
of decisive actions against terrorist
organizations and those who harbor
and support them.”

While some of his remarks were
scripted and others were delivered
off the cuff, they demonstrated an
escalation of harsh words that Mr.
Bush used Tuesday night in an ad-
dress to the nation after the terrorist
attacks in New York and at the Pen-
tagon. His language was backed up
by a resolution passed overwhelm-
ingly by Congress on Friday approv-
ing the use of force in response to the
terrorist attacks. And the words and
tone reflected the national mood.

In Four Days, a National Crisis Changes Bush’s Presidency

MMIGRANT ARRESTS

75 in Custody Following
Terror Attack Can Be
Held Indefinitely

WASHINGTON, Sept. 18 — The
Bush administration today an-
nounced a major expansion of its
power to detain immigrants suspect-
ed of crimes, including new rules
prompted by last week’s terrorist
attacks that would allow legal immi-
grants to be detained indefinitely
during a national emergency.

Citing the new powers, the Justice
Department said it would continue to
hold 75 immigrants arrested in con-
nection with the attacks on the World
Trade Center and the Pentagon. Pre-
viously, the department faced a 24-
hour deadline on whether to release
detained immigrants or charge them
with a crime, or with violating the
terms of their visa

The new detention powers drew
statements of concern from civil lib-
erties advocates and immigration
lawyers. While the pressure on the
administration and Congress to act
is immense in the wake of the terror-
ist attacks, there is rising concern on
the left and the right that the rush to
respond could erode basic constitu-
tional freedoms.

The administration, which had the
authority to rewrite the detention
rules, is also expected within days to
present Congress with a broad pack-
age of anti-terrorism legislation. Civ-
il liberties and privacy groups are

ith Congress not to act
hastily on the package.

A draft bill circulating today on
Capitol Hill, apparently reflecting
the administration’s views, would
give new authority to the Justice
Department to arrest immigrants
suspected of terrorism, accelerate
the process of deporting them and
curtail court appeals.

In announcing the new regulations,
Attorney General John Ashcroft said
at a news conference that the gov-
ernment had “a responsibility to use
every legal means at our disposal to
prevent further terrorist activity by
taking people into custody who have
violated the law and who may pose a
threat to America.”

Mr. Ashcroft insisted that “we're
going to do everything we can to
harmonize the constitutional rights
of individuals with every legal capac-
ity we can muster to also protect the
safety and security of individuals.”

Under its new powers, the Immi-
gration and Naturalization Service,
which is part of the Justice Depart-
‘ment, would normally have 48 hours
to decide whether to release or
charge a detained immigrant.

The 48-hour deadline could be
waived, however, “in the event of
emergency or other extraordinary

Victims of Mistaken Identity,
Sikhs Pay a Price for Turbans

Frightened by a wave of violence
and harassment, Sikhs across the
country are struggling to explain to
an uncomprehending public that de-
spite their turbans and beards, they
are not followers of the Taliban and
not in any way responsible for last
week’s terror attacks.

Although there are fewer than a
half million Sikhs in the United
States, they have attracted a dispro-
portionate share of the anger follow-
ing Tuesday’s attacks. On Saturday
in Mesa, Ariz., a gunman drove into a
Chevron station and shot to death the
Sikh owner. The gunman then fired
on a Lebanese clerk at a nearby
Mobil station and into the home of an
Afghan family.

“Im a patriot,” the suspect,
Frank S. Roque, said as he was ar-
rested. “I'm a damn American all
the way.”

Since the attacks, people who look
Middle Eastern and South Asian,
whatever their religion or nation of
origin, have been singled out for har-
assment, threats and assaults.
Mosques have been fired upon. Arab-
owned businesses have been burned.
A young Indian Catholic and his
friend were beaten.

Current laws and regulations give
the government less authority to
seize the assets of terrorists than of
drug cartels, one federal investigator
said; it may seize only assets that
are the direct proceeds of terrorist
violence.

In establishing a victim compensa-
tion fund, the legislation sets no lim-
its on the amount of money a victim
can receive in economic damages
and pain and suffering. Lawmakers
said today that they had no idea how
much the provision could ultimately
cost, but with the death toll pre-
sumed to be in the thousands insur-
ance experts said claims could easily
rise to $18 billion.

‘The fund is intended to protect the
airlines from liability for damages
and deaths on the ground, something
airline executives and their lobbyists
said was crucial to their financial
well-being. It also tries to address
the needs of victims. Victims and
their families will have a choice of
suing United Airlines and American
Airlines, whose planes were hi-
jacked, but they could avoid years of
litigation by instead seeking compen-
sation from the fund. No punitive
damages would be paid from the
fund. Lawsuits would be consolidated
in Manhattan federal court.

Under the bill, an official appoint-
ed by the attorney general would
handle the victims’ cases and deter-
mine awards.

For President, a Mission and a Role in History

WASHINGTON, Sept. 21 — When
President Bush first sat down with
his full cabinet after last week’s ter-
rorist attacks, he told them that noth-
ing about their roles or charges as
federal officials would ever be the
same.
