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5.1.General methodological presentation

The learning process that is designed for this subject is based on the following:

The procedure is based on the continued work of the student for attending lectures, participating in classes and
accomplishment of both individual and group activities that promote understanding and knowledge listed in paragraph
5.2.

It will be crucial in finding, obtaining and processing of the main sources of geographic and tourist information, and the
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use of maps and means of geovisualisation (Cartographic Scopes, Google Earth , etc.) that facilitate the representation
and understanding of the tourism phenomenon globally.

5.2.Learning activities

The program that the student is offered to help them achieve the expected results will include the following activities:

Theoretical classes (40 hours) in which basic theoretical and practical aspects are necessary for an understanding of
this matter shall apply to encourage active participation and independent work of students.

The theoretical program is divided into the following topics:

• Topic 1 Introduction to the concept of tourism and territory. The tourism system: elements and interrelationships.
• Topic 2 The tourist space: Factors affecting location activity and derived tourist types.
• Topic 3 Major tourist areas. Identification and geographical analysis of the main global tourist areas
• Topic 4 Sustainability as an integral concept. Models of sustainable tourism development and global issues.

Practical classes attendance (15 hours) : The lectures are interspersed with work based on the processing and
analysis of sources of geographic and tourist information, case studies or management tools among other
geovisualization instruments used in the classroom.

Scheduled tutorials (6 hours) : Allow the teacher to track students answering questions or presenting their progress in
this area. These will be included in the tutoring schedule to be indicated at the beginning of the course.

It shall be made available to students on the website of the University of Zaragoza, within the Digital Teaching Ring (ADD)
on the Moodle platform (https://moodle.unizar.es) before the end of September, along with recommendations for the
study of subject literature, the dates on which they must perform the theoretical test, theoretical and practical
tests, memory, hours of tutoring, and any other activity which, in turn, is considered relevant to the student.
