Resumen

El clérigo Miguel de Molinos nacié en Muniesa en el siglo xvii. Parte de su vida
transcurre en Valencia y pasa a Roma, donde se sucederan los acontecimientos mas
relevantes de su vida, en la que jugaran papel protagonista el papa Inocencio XI, los
jesuitas, la Contrarreforma, Luis X1V y la Inquisicion. Su gran obra es la Guia espiritual,
traducida a varios idiomas, en la que muestra los tres pasos hasta llegar a Dios. Se
alcanza el quietismo, la nada. Sus ideas misticas provocaron violentos enfrentamientos
politicos y religiosos. La Inquisicion lo juzgd hereje y condend a muerte. Se arrepintio,
mas sufrié carcel perpetua en la que murié en 1696. Aunque silenciado durante un par
de siglos, los estudiosos lo estan poniendo en su justo lugar actualmente.

Abstract

The priest Miguel de Molinos was born at Muniesa, in the 17th century. Part of
his life takes place in Valencia and go to Rome, where the most important events of his
life will happen, in which the pope Innocent Xl, the Jesuits, the Counter-Reformation,
Louis X1V and the Inquisition will play leading role. His great work is the Spiritual Guide,
translated into several languages, in which he shows the three steps to reach God. It is
reached the quietism, the void. His mystical ideas provoked violent political and religious
clashes. The Inquisition judged him a heretic and condemned to death. He repented, but
suffered perpetual prison where he died in 1696. Although muted for a couple of

centuries, scholars are putting him on their rightful place currently.
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
